Karur District All Labourers’ Union Staged Protest Demonstration

The Demands:

· The government should recognise the role of Welfare Board for the Unorganised Labourers in disbursing the benefits. 

· Welfare Board for the Unorganised Labourers should not be brought under the Revenue Department.

· Welfare Board for the Unorganised Labourers must be brought under the Department of Labour and separate minister must be appointed. 

· The welfare benefit applications that are pending for a long time must be cleared.

· The government should assure of the regularisation of jobs. 

· The government should give up categorising the unorganised labourers as the workers live below poverty line (BPL) and above poverty line (APL).

· The government should provide facilities of childcare centres, schooling and the like for the welfare of the children of the unorganised labourers. This will reduce migration of people.

· The minimum wage norm should be framed for the domestic workers, embroidery workers and wreath workers.

· The government should ensure the benefits of ESI, pension and wage regularisation.    
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
